Newfoundland &
Labrador

Seventy-five percent of those
who attended the Newfound-
land/Labrador network
meeting were new to the net-
work. Plans are being made
to bring together the regional
Wellness Coalitions and
crime prevention networks at
the next meeting. The organ-
izers are currently putting
together a newsletter for the
group, which they hope to
publish monthly, with events,
resources, conferences, etc.

Nova Scotia

During the Nova Scotia net-
work a backgrounder on the
network was distributed for
those new to the group. The
purpose of this meeting was
to network with other organi-
zations in Nova Scotia to pro-
mote collaboration and how
to get other organizations
involved, so that they might
attend next year’s Summer
Institute. Benefits of ASI at-
tendance were also dis-
cussed.

Discussions about other net-
works led to realization that
much local networking is
already being done. There
was a suggestion to choose a
success story from this local
networking, from each prov-
ince, to highlight at next
year’s Institute. Other sug-
gestions for next year’s ASI
were:

- Success stories of network-
ing at the local levels

- List of policies and legisla-
tion relevant to health pro-
motion, crime prevention
and social development

- Links to relevant reports

- Brief blurb on upcoming
community activities and
conferences that are taking
place shortly after ASI.

A post-Institute NS network

meeting was held in late Sep-
tember, in Truro to continue
these discussions.

New Brunswick

Highlights of the New Bruns-
wick network meeting dis-
cussions include: a need for
better marketing to let people
know the network exists,

multicultural groups should
be included, a possible part-
ner could be the NB Minister
responsible for Immigration
and Repatriation, the need to
continue to maintain Eng-
lish-French links, and the
possibility for the Franco-
phone community to tap into
Quebec for people and tools
to highlight in the ASI pro-
gram. No future meeting date
has been set to date.

Prince Edward Island
The PEI network meeting
was a mix of current network
members and new partici-
pants. Some participants at
this meeting are involved in
other networks as well. There
was enthusiasm for the PEI
Network including having
the ability to pool resources,
being creative, and having a
common vision leading to
political will and strength in
numbers. No meeting date
has been set but it will likely
be in early spring 2007.

Community Health Promotion Network Atlantic Coopera-
tive Limited (CHPNA) is a not-for-profit cooperative,
owned by members and governed by an elected Atlantic
Region Board of Directors. From its beginning in 1996
CHPNA was envisioned as a simple organization with a
clear mission:

To share health promotion information
among individuals, groups,

and communities in the Atlantic Prov-
inces

CHPNA supports health promotion by providing access to
tools, knowledge and expertise. They provide an opportu-
nity for connectivity through an e-newsletter (Health Pro-
motion Atlantic), web site (the network’s virtual office), list-
serve, CHP Notes, office staff, and a network of groups,
researchers, and consultants.

The result is a virtual community of people throughout the
Atlantic Region who share information, build knowledge,
and learn from one another through their everyday activi-
ties and projects. CHPNA has become experienced in facili-
tating communication, information sharing, and collabora-
tion across the four Atlantic Provinces. With over 300
members they continue to grow steadily and currently have
over 3,000 visitors to their web site monthly.

CHPNA operates under the direction of Lisa Pike, Executive
Director from the Newfoundland and Labrador office. Also
based in NL is Christine Morrissey, Executive Assistant.
CHPNA board co-chairs are Randy Hatfield (NB) and
Jeannine McNeil (NS).
